To be eligible for selection for these trials an Online Team Registration Form must be completed that can be 
accessed via the website www.primarysportparra.catholic.edu.au. 

This online form is an EXPRESSION OF INTEREST for the 2019 Parramatta Diocesan Primary Sport Team trials. 
Parents may complete this form to attend a selection trial. One form is to be completed per child, per individual 
sport. Each sport has its own criteria therefore, it is imperative that the correct form is completed. 
 
Please note that your online registration is an EXPRESSION OF INTEREST ONLY and MUST be approved by the 
child's school. In order for the child to attend the nominated trial or event this may come down to the discretion of 
the school as to who is selected to attend the trial. In some sports only 2 students per school can be nominated.  All 
fields and especially “Representative Experience” MUST be completed. 
Under no circumstances will a child be eligible to trial if the Online Registration Form has not been 
completed and approved by the school by the closing date.
